Regional EOCCO CHIP Report
The CHIP plan has been submitted to the state. Kevin says the way priorities were chosen has never been done before, but he is pleased. The plan will be used to focus on Early Childhood integration with public health, preventative dental care for ages ranging from zero to 10, breaking down stigmas and mental health first aid. There will also be better use of community health workers.
