NECESSARILY WITHIN THOSE LANDS DEEDED TO THE WHITE BROTHERS' FARM, AND TO DISCERN
f' : THE OWNERSHIP OF LANDS LYING WITHIN SECTION 29 OWNED BY THE WHITE BROTHERS' FARM.

SET BY STREAMER PER SURVEY J—125-C 1) THERE IS A DISCREPANCY THAT EXISTS BETWEEN THE ORIGINAL G.L.O. SURVEY BY ODELL
FOR BOUNDARY OF STATELINE RANCH. (1865), AND THE RESURVEY BY WALDEN (1874.) MR. WALDEN NOTED THAT UPON CLOSING
UPON” THE RANGE LINE SURVEYED BY MR. ODELL, HIS CORNERS WERE FALLING APPROXIMATELY 2
CHAINS SOUTH OF ODELL'S CORNERS, THEREBY FORCING HiM TO ESTABLISH CLOSING CORNERS
ON THE RANGE LINE. MR. ODELL’S CLOSING DISTANCE ALONG THE WEST LINE OF SECTION 18 TO
STATE LINE IS 52.10 CHAINS. MR. WALDEN'S CLOSING DISTANCE ALONG THE SAME LINE,
HOWEVER, IS 65.45 CHAINS. SUBTRACTING 2.12 CHAINS (MR. WALDEN'S REPORTED DISTANCE TO
MR. ODELL'S CORNER) FROM THE 65.45 CHAINS, YIELDS A NET OF 63.33 CHAINS, AN EXCESS
OF 11.23 CHAINS OVER AND ABOVE ODELL’S DISTANCE.

3) ACCODING TO THE COUNTY ASSESSOR, THE COUNTY ROAD IS PLATTED ALONG THE SOUTH
UNE OF SECTIONS 19 AND 20. BOTH THE SOUTHEAST CORNERS OF SECTION 19 AND SECTION
20 ARE SUBSTANTIALLY SOUTH OF SAID ROAD.
